Converge on Fort Benning: Nov. 19-21, 2010
What: Rally and nonviolent direct action to close the SOA
When: November 19-21, 2010

Where: Ft. Benning, Georgia

Why: The Western Hemisphere Institute for Security Cooperation/WHINSEC (formerly the School of the
Americas (SOA), is an army combat school that trains Latin American soldiers and officers. SOA
graduates have committed atrocities including massacres of entire communities, assassinations, rapes,
torture and “disappearances” in almost all of the countries of Latin America. Through the efforts of SOA
Watch, Venezuela, Argentina, Uruguay, Costa Rica and Bolivia no longer send troops to the
SOA/WHINSEC. Nevertheless, SOA/WHINSEC continues to train soldiers from a number of countries
including Colombia, Peru, El Salvador and Chile. Two Colombian SOA. graduates, have been accused of
crimes involving narcotics and collaborating with criminal paramilitary groups. The June 28, 2009 coup
d’etat in Honduras was led by SOA graduate Romeo Vasquez Velasquez.

The U.S. House of Representatives approved (224 to 190) the McGovern-Sestak-Bishop-Lewis
amendment to the National Defense Authorization Act for FY 2010. The amendment forces the public
release of names, rank, country of origin, courses and dates of attendance of WHINSEC's graduates and
instructors to the public. The bill is in Conference Committee as we begin organizing. The bill to close the
school (HR2567) was introduced with 42 co-sponsors (including Reps. Carnahan, Clay, Costello). IT IS
TIME TO CLOSE THE SCHOOL!

This year is the 20" anniversary of the protests at Ft. Benning and the 30" anniversary of the killing
of the four churchwomen.

Who: Students from various high schools, university students and concerned adults.

How: The St. Louis Inter-Faith Committee on Latin America (IFCLA) has arranged for buses and lodging
for St. Louis community members who would like to travel to Ft. Benning, GA for the annual nonviolent vigil
and demonstration.
